（1） Regular Admissions
Applicants MUST fulfill all of the following requirements.
1 Students who are scheduled to graduate from APU or Ritsumeikan University directly before enrolling into the Graduate School. Students must have a cumulative GPA of 3.00 and above (APU) or 3.50 and above (Ritsumeikan University).
2 Students must submit one of the following scores:
TOEFL-iBT 80 points or above
TOEFL-PBT 550 points or above
TOEFL-ITP 550 points or above*
TOEIC 780 points or above
TOEIC-IP 780 points or above*
IELTS (Academic) 6.0 or above
* Only Institutional Test Scores from APU or Ritsumeikan University can be accepted.
* Only applicants who can certify that they have been educated exclusively in English for at least six years of their formal education from high school level or above are exempt from this requirement.
3 MBA applicants must submit GMAT test scores.
（2） Early Entry Program
Applicants MUST fulfill all of the following requirements.
① Early Entry Program GPA and credit requirements:
APU - 6th Semester Students

(i) Cumulative GPA of 3.20 or above by the end of their 5th semester

(ii) Completed 80 credits or more by the end of their 5th semester

(iii) English-Basis or have completed “Advanced English II” by the end of their 5th semester.
APU - 7th Semester Students

(i) Cumulative GPA of 3.20 or above by the end of their 6th semester

(ii) Completed 96 credits or more by the end of their 6th semester

(iii) English-Basis or have completed “Advanced English II” by the end of their 6th semester.

Ritsumeikan University – 3rd Year 2nd Semester Students

(i) Cumulative GPA of 4.00 or above by the end of their 3rd Year 1st semester

(ii) Completed 80 credits or more by the end of their 3rd Year 1st semester
Ritsumeikan University – 4th Year 1st Semester Students

(i) Cumulative GPA of 4.00 or above by the end of their 3rd Year 2nd semester

(ii) Completed 96 credits or more by the end of their 3rd Year 2nd semester

（6） Other Fees：
IMAT students must pay a Program Fee of 200,000 yen per year. This fee must be paid when completing enrollment procedures. There are also Administration Fees of approximately 172 EURO (amount subject to change) per semester during the third and fourth semesters to Trier University of Applied Sciences, Environmental-Campus Birkenfeld. There will also be other fees for the second year which will be spent in Germany, and the details of these fees will be announced after enrollment.
（7） APU Tuition Reduction Scholarship
The Tuition Reduction Scholarship at APU ranges from 30% to 100% and will be awarded to outstanding students only (Japanese nationals included). This scholarship only covers the least amount of credits required to graduate within the standard period of time. The scholarship results notification will be included in the admissions results package.
