Nowadays in Japan, the declining
birthrate and aging society are forcing many companies to close their doors even
after being in business for generations, and world-class traditional culture and crafts
are being lost. To solve this problem, we must create a form of business succession
tailored to the characteristics of each region. As a social entrepreneur, | want to build
an ecosystem that helps local communities pass on traditional crafts to the next
generation.

When | turned
30, | wanted to take on the challenge of solving financial issues on an international
level. That led me to my current work with the Japan International Cooperation Agency
(JICA) toward socially responsible finance in developing countries. My goal for the future
is to use my experience with JICA to solve similar financial problems in Japan.

My time at APU has built a foundation for smooth communication and cooperation
though respect for different cultures and opinions. These abilities are more than just a
skill set—they are important guidelines in determining the direction | should go at this
juncture in my life.
